Had a young lady jump up and give Angelina her seat on a train in Singapore, last week! Angelina did not know whether to laugh or cry.... it would seem aging is measured by the colour of the hair nowadays!

We had a very fruitful and satisfying time in Singapore and were very aware that God was with us, and for that we are thankful and give Him all glory.
There were four Singapore Churches that we worked with:
1. Shekinah Community Church – Ps Gilbert Carthigasu, also the National Leader of Foursquare Singapore

Ps George Butron introduced us to this group of people in June 2008. We were unable to connect with Destiny International (Ps David Lee) but will be seeing him in Ipoh later this month.

The CCR Camp with 140 people, from the very young to the very old, was awesome! We had four long days, but the presence of the Lord was there and He touched many people. We had the privilege of teaching a group of Anglicans  to move in the spirit – that was an experience we will not forget for a long time! These Singaporeans took us to Seremban in Malaysia, a four-hour journey north. Their idea of a camp is a five star Hotel, nothing like camps in Australia!  We told them about the real ‘Aussie Camps’!!!
2. His Glorious Church – Ps Caleb & Susan How, Chinatown,  Singapore

Ps Caleb How pastors a church in downtown Chinatown, in a block called ‘Chin Swee’, meaning ‘a beautiful place’! The people group that they minister to are the alcoholics, drug addicts and people who have very little. We are able to empathise and encourage them from our experiences in Armadale and ARK Christian Centre. We spent half a day just ministering to Ps Caleb and his wife Susan. What joy to be able to share with them from our hearts!

3. Acts Community Church(ActsCC) – Ps Eddie & Mary Yeo (Foursquare)

We spoke at ActsCC on 21st June (Fathers’ Day in this side of the world!)  and were asked if we would come back again the next Sunday, as they wanted more! We were able to minister to many in this church and encourage the Pastor and his family.
The last weekend in Singapore, we attended 4 Church services and spoke in three of them. We had a full house at His Glorious Church on Saturday night as Ps Eddie brought ten of his people to encourage Ps Caleb....the joining of two  Churches in fellowship was an answer to prayer for us! Ps Eddie joined Foursquare Singapore on 10th May, 2009, the 25th Anniversary of Foursquare Singapore. We could go on and on about how excited we are about what is happening in Singapore, but we will leave the rest until we talk to you in person soon.

4. Chapel of Christ the Redeemer (CCR ) -Anglican – Ps Andrew Raman

On our last Sunday in Singapore, we started the day with a 9am service at CCR, to say goodbye to our campers and then went on to minister at ActsCC at 10:30am, a  good service with many visitors. At 2pm we preached at Shekinah and had good fellowship with Ps Gilbert and his wife, a special and touching time in the Lord. Angelina had a good friend, Cheryl, come to visit us for 11 days and she experienced a very hectic but fulfilling 24 hours as we finished in Singapore and, she then, went on to Ipoh & Kuala Lumpur with us. It was good to have company for a time. Thank you Cheryl!
As you can probably tell, we really enjoyed the 22 days of Ministry with the people in Singapore and feel like we built good relationships.

We returned to Malaysia on 30th June and had people from 2 churches send us off.  Ps Eddie (ActsCC) and Petrina & Wiston from CCR took us to the airport and had lunch with us. It was a special time together.

We are now back in Ipoh and would appreciate your prayers as we are in the last four weeks of our time away. We return home to Perth on 5th August, but before then  we will be in Sandakan, Sabah (East Malaysia) on 18/19 July with Ps Carlo and his wife, Glenn – a new Foursquare Malaysia Church, and then on 25/26 July we will be in Kota Kinabalu, Sabah with Ps Ezra(a great name!). This is a church that is thinking of joining Foursquare Malaysia. Ps Henry Liew (National Leader, Foursquare Malaysia) is sending us as his Ambassadors, to be with these two Churches and encourage the Pastors and their families! Please remember us in prayer as we travel there.

We also would ask you to continue to pray for Ps Simon and his wife Elizabeth from Hadyai too. They arrive in Ipoh today to spend a few days with us. Relationship building is what brings about great growth in all of us, and we find that it is getting better each time we come back to the South East Asia region.

It is good to be back in Ipoh with the church family that we have now worked with over the last three years! On August 15th, it will be three years since we began travelling on behalf of Foursquare WA, with the purpose of teaching and training  in churches and leaders, wherever we are invited. 
It has been a very rewarding and fulfilling time for us and we want to thank you all once again for your continued support. We will be in Perth from 5th August until the last week in September. We then return to Malaysia from end of September to the beginning of December. Please join us as we pray about all we are doing now and will be doing in the future, God willing.
